Texas Business Mission to Northeast China

July 18-28, 2005

The Texas Chinese Northeast Friendship Association invites you to participate in the Texas Business Mission to Northeast China from July 18 to 28, 2005. The Texas delegation will visit the cities such as Beijing, Ha-er-bin, Changchun, Shenyang.  This Mission is the coordinated effort of Texas Chinese Northeast Friendship Association, Asian American Studies Center at UH, Oversea Chinese Affairs Office of Heilongjiang, Jilin, and Liaoning provinces. 

The Northeast provinces of China, known as the "Industrial Cradle of China", played a vital role in the country's industrial development from the 1950s to the early 1970s. The region produced the country's first steel, machine tools, locomotives and planes after the founding of the People's Republic of China in 1949 and is still seen as having an edge in these fields. The northeast region refers to Heilongjiang, Jilin and Liaoning provinces, covering about 790,000 square kilometers, 8.2% of China's territory. The population of 106.1 million in 2003 - 8.2% of the nation's total - is heavily urbanized, with more than 50% of residents living in cities and towns. In 2003, the combined GDP of the three provinces was RMB 1,295.73 billion, about 11.1% of the national GDP. 

The three provinces collectively produced 16.5% of the nation's industrial output in 1978, but only 9.3% by 2002. The past heavy investment by the state is the region's vulnerability today. The northeast has the highest concentration of state-owned enterprises (SOEs) among all of China's regions. With their outdated plant and inefficient management, the SOEs represent a huge challenge, especially with China's WTO accession.

In 2002, the central government launched its strategy to revive its traditional industrial centers in the three northeast provinces in a bid to turn rustbelts into modern industrial zones. It has become a major policy objective in the effort to restructure state-owned industry and attain more balanced regional development. 

This Mission will provide Texas business with the opportunities to expand their markets to Northeast China and explore business relationships with commercial partners in these high growth cities. The trip will include an introduction to China’s market, market development, export and import opportunities and foreign direct investment. The trip will familiarize firms with business opportunities in Northeast China, which exist in many areas, including financial services, automobiles, biotech, chemicals, agriculture and education. You will have chance to meet key government officials and potential business partners, so you can start negotiating and looking for opportunities.
